Article 4
Restoration of terrestrial, coastal and freshwater ecosystems

Member States shall put in place the restoration measures that are necessary to
improve to good condition areas of habitat types listed in Annex | which are not in
good condition. Such measures shall be in place on at least 30 % of the area of each
group of habitat types listed in Annex I that is not in good condition, as quantified in
the national restoration plan referred to in Article 12, by 2030, on at least 60 % by
2040, and on at least 90 % by 2050.

3. Member States shall put in place the restoration measures for the terrestrial, coastal
and freshwater habitats of the species listed in Annexes II, IV and V to Directive
92/43/EEC and of the terrestrial, coastal and freshwater habitats of wild birds
covered by Directive 2009/147/EC that are necessary to improve the quality and
quantity of those habitats, including by re-establishing them, and to enhance
connectivity, until sufficient quality and quantity of those habitats is achieved.

6. Member States shall ensure that the areas that are subject to restoration measures in
accordance with paragraphs 1, 2 and 3 show a continuous improvement in the
condition of the habitat types listed in Annex I until good condition is reached, and a
continuous improvement of the quality of the habitats of the species referred to in
paragraph 3, until the sufficient quality of those habitats is reached. Member States
shall ensure that areas in which good condition has been reached, and in which the
sufficient quality of the habitats of the species has been reached, do not deteriorate.
