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One hundred Basque-American youth between the ages of nine and fifteen were 

interviewed at the beginning and end of a two week long Udaleku held in Bakersfield 

California in 2013 to determine: 1) the primary reason children attended Basque camp 2) 

the skills and abilities participants exhibited at the onset of Udaleku 3) the extent to 

which youth skills and interest in txistu, song, dance, euskara, pala, and mus changed 

over the course of camp, 4) the effect Udaleku had on the children’s level of Basque 

identity and pride 5) the children’s assessment of camp conditions, organization and 

instruction, and 6) the effects of gender, age, family composition, and Basque 

community of origin on skills, interests, identity and pride.
